Mr. Wilson stated that Mr. St. Hilaire will be a voting member this evening. 

Board Business
Critical Correspondence: 
· RPC Commissioners need to be re-appointed; Mr. Coppelman explained the purpose of the Commission and the responsibilities of the Commissioners.  Mr. Coppelman stated that he would like to continue.  
ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to contact Mr. Weyler to ask if he would like to continue as one of the RPC Commissioners.  

· Correspondence received from Mr. Magnusson regarding the pit information. 
Mr. Wilson reminded the Board that they needed to review Mr. Magnusson’s pit and Mr. Early’s; Mr. Early will need to provide a diagram of any work done this past year. Mr. Early needed to have a bond in place for renewal.

ACTION ITEM:  Mr. St. Hilaire and Mr. Quintal to determine bond amount for Mr. Early’s pit. 
ACTION ITEM:  Mr. Wilson will stop in to see Mr. Magnusson to set up a site walk and report back to the Board.

ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to contact Mr. Early once Mr. Wilson has spoken with Mr. Magnusson.

· Letter received from RCCD re: Brox buffer; wetland report was not available for confirmation.  

ACTION ITEM:  Mr. Greenwood will make sure that the report for the Brox wetlands will be forthcoming. 

Mr. Wilson informed Mr. St. Hilaire that the Brox hearing was continued for a month pending any possible decision on the right-of-way.

Mr. Wilson asked Mr. Coppelman if he was interested in continuing on the CIP; he said that he would; Mr. Wilson stated that he would be on the Committee; Mr. Landry said that he would be on the Committee unless Mr. Pope would like to be on it.  

ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to check on availability of a meeting room for the CIP for May 18th; contact BudCom about their membership on the committee for two full-time members and one alternate.

· Memo re: Street Name approval in conjunction with “911” requirements and the Police Chief’s input.

ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to add this revision, possibly under 905.9, to the list being reviewed by the regulations sub-committee.

· Homeowner/Stormwater Management DES announcement.

· Two legal items needed to be reviewed by the Board

MM&S to go into non-public session to discuss two separate legal correspondences with Town Counsels.  (Motion by Mr. St. Hilaire, second by Mr. Coppelman)  Role Call Vote: Mr. Alberts: yes; Mr. St. Hilaire: yes; Mr. Wilson: yes; Mr. Landry: yes; Mr. Coppelman: yes.  Motion passed. 

MM&S to come out of non-public session.  (Motion by Mr. Coppelman, second by Mr. Landry)  Role Call Vote: Mr. Alberts: yes; Mr. St. Hilaire: yes; Mr. Wilson: yes; Mr. Landry: yes; Mr. Coppelman: yes.  Motion passed.

MM&S to seal the minutes of non-public session indefinitely.  (Motion by Mr. Coppelman, second by Mr. St. Hilaire) PUNA
MM&S to go forward with the hearing to revoke the lot merger of Diamond Oaks.  (Motion by Mr. Coppelman, second by Mr. Landry) PUNA
Mr. Alberts read the RSA stating that the authority for names and changes of street names are given to the governing body.  Mr. Coppelman thought there was an RSA giving authority to the Planning Board during subdivision approval. 

Ordinance Proposal List

Mr. Wilson handed out the proposed list for the Board to prioritize, assign Board members to the individual items.  

· Livestock: Mr. Wilson; Mr. Wilson volunteered Mr. Pope to help with this project.
· Impact Fees: Mr. Greenwood will follow-up on this; he has left a message for Mr. 
Mayberry; Mr. Wilson will also work on this with Mr. Greenwood.

· Business Fees: The Board needs to review this possibility for inspection, enforcement, stormwater management; multiple items.

ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to get a copy of Plaistow’s business fees. 

· Article 22 Land Committee (Alberts property): Mr. Coppelman, Mr. Wilson, Mr. Heitz have already volunteered to work on this; Keith Dias, BudCom member had also volunteered; Chief Briggs may also be on the committee.  Mr. Wilson suggested working on this at the beginning of a work session night for the Planning Board.

ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to notify Kathy Petts, Jay Alberts and Attorney Phil Hastings of these scheduled meetings (Land Committee).  

·  Master Plan – Facilities Chapter Update and review of recommendations: Mr. Landry and Mr. Greenwood.
· Car Lot Restrictions: Mr. Wilson stated that the Board was looking into limitations like Plaistow has; Mr. Coppelman agreed that it was worth looking into; Mr. Wilson suggested that the Board may simply be able to review Plaistow’s and adopt into Kingston’s.  

Mr. Coppelman noted that he had the opportunity to drive up Rte. 125 at night in Kingston and areas area like daylight; he questioned whether these lights were in compliance with the Lighting Ordinance.  He said that Commerce Park is well-lit, but cast down; looked good; it was mostly the car dealership and RV dealerships were over-lit and spilling onto the highway.

Mr. Alberts asked how the Board would deal with it; Mr. Wilson stated that as the Board saw non-compliance, they should write it up and give to the Selectmen.  Mr. St. Hilaire noted the flashing sign at PondView that is not in compliance.  

· Blasting Ordinance – the Board will still be deciding how to pursue this.

ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to get a copy of the Fire Dept. rules for blasting.  

· Water District: Mr. Heitz has previously stated that the BOS were going to meet with their attorney about the process to establish this.

· Paving:  Mr. Wilson suggested that this be added to the Aquifer review and discussion and then decide if/how to proceed.
· Aquifer discussion: The Board will be meeting with Ms. Truslow shortly for her recommendations and will go forward from there.  

· Recreation Zoning (YMCA, Boy Scouts, State Park, “Bean” property): Mr. St. Hilaire and Mr. Alberts volunteered for this project.

· Farming and Agriculture: the Board needed to decide on whether they wanted to make changes in the rural residential zone about this: Mr. Greenwood will make recommendations on how to deal with this.  

· Balance of Land on Rte. 125 (Mixed zones): Mr. Wilson noted that there were between 20 and 20 lots that are not zoned Commercial along Rte. 125; he said that some people think the whole highway should be commercial; others think there should be mixed uses between zones.  Mr. St. Hilaire commented on his belief that the limited access portion of Rte. 125 should have access.  Mr. Wilson and Mr. St. Hilaire will work on this; Mr. Wilson will pick out the lots along the highway and bring forward for the Board to discuss.  Mr. Wilson volunteered Mr. Pope for this project. 

ACTION ITEM:  Upcoming “fourth” Tuesday’s work sessions will begin with updates of ordinance/regulations proposals.  
Committee Updates: 
Mr. Coppelman reported on HDC; Judy Ruben is the Chairman.

ACTION ITEM:  Ms. Faulconer to post CIP meeting, send out notifications to Committee members.  
Mr. Wilson reviewed the next meeting’s agenda.  Mr. St. Hilaire explained that he will be missing the next 6 to 8 meetings due to a class he is attending.
